
I’ve heard it said, “Africa has this
way of getting under your skin and
into your heart.” While there a lot
of other little creatures that also
can get under your skin, after this recent trip to Uganda, I couldn’t sum it up better. 

When our team of four headed off for Uganda & Sudan this past fall to teach pastors and lead-
ers, we had no idea what we were in for! While there we gained unprecedented access to United
Nations run Sudanese Refugee camps. I’ve never worked with refugees before, a people trauma-

tized and out of place, wondering where God is in the midst of their situation. Even though in the state they are in, churches and the gospel
have spread, but they are in desperate need of solid teaching. That’s where we come in. Part of my job is to go teach in places like this, and
to take teams to train them to be teachers in the developing world. 

I couldn’t have been prouder of the work our team did. This trip was perhaps some of the most exhausting ministry of my life because
of its intensity: hours of teaching each day, living in the refugee camps, hauling water, taking hundreds of questions, building relation-

ships with the people, helping to address their spiritual needs, sleeping on the floor
of a mudhut with witchdoctor’s drums beating into the night, and taking care of the
logistics of leading a team. Something about ministering to and living with a people
is powerful because you are completly drawn into their world.

Because of malaria, I was unable to go to Sudan, so I stayed back to work in an
Ugandan village. During that time one the villagers in our class asked a question,
“How much do we pay for baptism? What if I don’t have the money?” At dinner that
night I asked the pastor to explain. He said, “Well there are churches here that teach
you have pay to be baptized.” Out of curiosity I asked, “Well how much money are
we talking about?” He replied, “Somewhere around 10,000 shillings (around 5 dol-
lars) and maybe some eggs.” 5 dollars! I was livid; it’s about the
equivalent of 1-2 weeks pay and not to mention thinking about
whocould be ripping them off.

I knew God had brought us to that specific village, even keep-
ing me back from going to Sudan to address this issue. I gained a
new understanding of why Paul would get so upset at false teach-
ing. If they could charge people so desperately poor for baptism,
what was next? Paying for salvation? After
carefully walking the church members
through scripture and lots of dialogue, they
got it. Up until that point, they couldn’t even
refute it because no one had taught them.
This is what is so effective about teaching the
truth, it changes lives!

This particular loca-
tion has been on my heart for years. We will also have opportunity to serve in teaching and equipping
believers. Concerning my health, I feel like this trip is such a gift from God because I should be able to go

with few problems! After what has been and
might continue to be a long health battle, I
can’t tell you how excited I am to get back to
the work I love. Hopefully, by the end of this
year, I will be able to go back to even more
remote parts of the world. Thank you for
standing with me and being a part of this
team.
